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This fall, from September 24 — November 2 of 2008, our community will be uniting with over 170 other cities across America
for the largest and longest coordinated pro-life mobilization in history — the nationwide 40 Days for Life campaign. People of
faith are praying that this effort will mark the beginning of the end of abortion.

40 Days for Life is a focused pro-life campaign that has generated measurable lifesaving results in more than 130 cities
where it has been implemented. Some locations have reported as much as a 28% drop in local abortion numbers and
hundreds of new people getting involved in local lifesaving ministry efforts. The Lincoln Planned Parenthood abortion
facility closed for 8 weeks following the 40 Days f  or Life campaign that was held during Lent this yea r. Let this
encourage us, as we again turn our prayers to God a  Imighty!

The 40 Days for Life campaign is made up of three key components:

fasting for an end to abortion.
